Destination: Corfu
Amidst the Mediterranean waters on 
the North coast of Greece, there is an 
island of extraordinary beauty, crystal 
blue beaches, lush green mountains 
and history that dates back to the 
Odyssey... welcome to Corfu!

Welcome to the mythical island of the 
Phaeacians and the place where Odysseus
disembarked and fell in love with princss 
Nausica.

Corfu is the third most popular Greek is-
land for tourism, after Santorini and Crete, 
with over a million visitors every year.
It is located by the North-West coast of 
Greece surrounded by the Ionian Sea the 
Adriatic waters.

Other than being a great destination for 
families and naturalists, it is also famous for 
its music, gastronomy, cultural tourism and 
sailing.



1. Corfu Old Town
Wondering around Corfu town
and the “kantounia”

Start your day with a stroll at the Old Town.
The entire Old Town Is an UNESCO World
Heritage Site - and a source of tremendous
interest for architecture enthusiasts. There is
no better way to explore Corfu than
wondering through the lovely narrow alleys, 
known as “Kantounia”. There are so many points 
of interest to visit but a walking tour covering 
the highlights would include: Liston & Spianada 
Square, Old and New Fortress, Palace of St.
Michael & St. George (Museum of Asian Art). 
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2. Explore the Old Fortress
A Venetian fortress from the 16th century

The emblematic Old Fortress of Corfu town is one of the first 
things a visitor sees when approaching Corfu. It stands on the 
eastern side of the town, on a rocky peninsula that juts into the 
sea.  This fortress was constucted by the Venetians in the 15th 
century on the side of a former Byzantine castle. The entrance 
to the fortress is available through Spianada, the famous square 
of Corfu, which is, in fact, the second largest square in Europe. 
 
The entrance is arched and has a Venetian symbol above it, 
carved in marble. After the entrance, there are two rooms on 
both sides that now host the Byzantine. On the eastern side of 
the fortress, there is a flatland, used today for cultural events 
in the summer. In this flat square, there is the church of Saint 
George, built by the Venetians as an ancient temple.
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3. Explore the Corfiot
coastline and its beaches
A studendous coastline of emerald waters
Explore Corfu’s enchanting coastline and untouched natural 
landscapes by car or by boat. Whizzing along the beautiful 
coastline you will come across unexpected rocky formations, 
turquoise aters, secret coves, small water caves and beaches 
accessible only by sea. Take in the richness of nature, the
diversity of landscapes and swim in crystal clear waters. From 
south to north Corfiot’s coastline is a treasure of geology.
Do not miss Issos and Chalikouna beach, a nature reserve
with flamingos, Barbati beach with its white round pebbles,
Palaiokastritsa beach with its icy waters to revive your skin, 
Agios Gordios, Pelekas, Agios Georgios ton Pagon to name a 
few. The serene and transparent waters make them the perfect 
spot for snorkeling and swimming. Discover the isolated
landscapes, against a background of green hillsides with your 
own boat.
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4. Live like the Durrells
The author that referred to Corfu as “Paradise”
Spend a day living like the Durrells! Take a boat tour to the 
small waterfront village of Kalami set on the north - east 
coast of the islans, surrounded by the turquoise waters of the 
Ionian Sea. Enjoy the view while listening to a live narrative 
and enter Kalami cove where the Durrell White House stands 
proud on a rock by the water. Explore the former residence 
of British author Lawrence Durrell who lived there in the 
1930’s with his wife, Nancy. Their Kalmi home was regularly 
visited by his family, including a young Gerald Durrell who 
later became a leading conservationist and popular author 
and reffered to Corfu island as a “paradise”. Spend the day 
soaking up the warm sunshine or swimming in the tranquil
waters. End your day watching the sunset at world famous 
White House Restaurant by the Michelin Chef Lazarou.
What could be more perfect than the taste of the local 
catch, freshly caught by their own fishing boats?
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5. Cruise away in
an Ionian ambiance
Visit the Sapphire waters of Antipaxos
If a unique beach day is what you are in search of, let the
sapphire waters and golden sands of Antipaxos greet you.
Located in a sheltered cove, covered by vibrant plants this 
beach escape will make you feel as though you’ve entered a 
natural heaven. 

Experience that most refreshing dips into cool waters and
enjoy unforgettable moments in the sun. While in Corfu, do
not miss the unique chance to visit the small islets of Paxos
and Antipaxos. Cruise away for a day with a luxury yacht or
motorboat and discover the secret wonders of Corfu’s coastine.

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6. Discover
Benitses Village
A traditional Greek seaside village

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7. Walk the mountains and
secret trails of Corfu
An oasis of Mediterranean forests
Start the day exploring secret pathways leading up 
Corfu’s mountains and discovering the small stone - 
built remote churches on the tops known as
“Xolkisia” (small stone remote churches on mountain 
tops).  
 
Corfu boasts official trails 180 km in length, spanning 
the entire island from south to north for all levels of 
fitness. Embark on a journey to appreciate nature 
like never before in the perfect Mediterranean
setting. Explore the countryside of olive groves
and picturesque small villages, vineyards and
waterfalls. For thoese who prefer a faster pace, you 
can rent an bike or even a car to explore the island.
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8. Mon Repos Palace
A Palace set on a private peninsula

Mon Repos Palace is situated on top of Analipsis hill, near 
Kanoni area, in the middle of a beautiful setting full of
greenery. It was built in 1826 by the British Commissioner 
Frederic Adams as a gift to his Corfiot wife, Nina Palatianou. 
It is a small but very beautiful palace with
colonial architectural elements.

It hosts a museum that includes many Ionian treasures.
The palace itself is placed in a very nice enviroment and is 
surrounded by a large park. The remains of the ancient town 
of Corfu, which have been found the opposite to the
palace, make archaeologists believe that Mon Repos was built 
right on the site where the ancient city of Corfu used to be.
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9. Experience the march of
the Philharmonic Bands
Corfu: The Mediterranean Island of Music

Music education dates back to ancient time in Corfu, when
Odyssey reffered to a Corfiot blind musician named Demodocus, 
singing to the quarreel between Odysseus and Achlles at Troy. 
With music traditions continuing in the Byzantine era and the 
Venetian occupation, Corfu is wordu known as one of the most 
musical island in the Mediterranean, with its first Philharmonic 
founded in 1840. Since then 37 Philarmonics have been
established on the island.

The island’s philarmonic orchestras are particular famous for 
their performances during celebrations, every firts Sunday of 
the month and religious special occasions. The musicians of the 
philarmonics, well dressed with fancy costumes carrying their 
shiny instruments march on the streets in orchestrated parades 
and celebrate by playing their tunes for the excited crowds.
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10. Experience the local
Corfiot Gastronomy
Locally grown ingredients, traditional dishes
and internationally acclaimed Chefs

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13. Organic Olive Oil tasting
A traditional that dates back centuries

Visit a traditional olive mill and discover the secret Olive Tree variation 
that exists on Corfu island. Visit on elf the numerous estates that keep 
up to 2000 olive trees. A large proportion of these groves are made up 
of the “Lianolia Kerkyra” olive tree, a variety native to Corfu, some of 
which are over 700 years old and is considered incredibly therapeutic. 
 
Other varieties that belong to the family include the Koroneiki, these 
olive trees have been planted more recently and produre an olive oil 
with an intense green color, friut grassy flavor and distinctive aroma. 
It’s rich in precious organoleptic substances, vitamins and low acidity.

Visitors can taste fresh olive oil with homemade bread and local
delicacies and learn about the process of pressing the olives.
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14. Golf Day
Golf pros and amateurs can uniquely
design their perfect golf getaway

Located just 30 minutes from the resort, Corfu’s Golf 
Club is one of the most beautiful hidden secrets of
Europe. Situated by the vast expanse of Ropa Valley, 
the golf course features tree-lined fairways harmo-
niously combined with several lakes and meandering 
streams against the backdrop of the surrounding lush 
green hills.

Here you will be delighted by the clearest waters and 
rocky coves, as well as beautiful days that will greet you with
sandy shores. Along with traditional taverns and quaint island 
streets filled with shops, Paleokastritsa is home to a unique
monastery located just above the cape.

Palaiokastritsa meaning “Little Old Castle”, reffering to nearby 
Byzantine Angelokastro is a village in northwestern Corfu, Greece. 
The monestery in Palaiokastritsa, which dates from 1225, houses a 
museum.
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16. An evening at
Pontikonisi
A little green island and an century
Byzantine chapel 

The island of Pontikonisi, just off Corfu, awaits to be
discovered. Take a boat trip to the vendantly green islands 
blossoming with beautiful plants. Hidden between the tall 
trees you will find an 11th century Byzantine chapel that 
calls to the past and the island’s beautiful history.
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17. Kumquat Liqueur
Kumquat liqueur, a specialty of Corfu
introduced by British botanist Sidney Merlin

Is made from the small, tangy kumquat fruit. Visitors can tour
local distilleries to see the production process and sample
various kumquat products, including liqueurs, sweets, and
marmalades. This distinctive and flavorful liqueur is a popular 
Corfiot souvenir.
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18. Museum of Asian Art
The Museum of Asian Art in Corfu Town, 
housed in the Palace of St. Michael and 
St. George 

Features over 15,000 artifacts from China, Japan, India,
and other Asian countries. Established in 1927, the museum’s
collection includes ceramics, paintings, sculptures, and
textiles, with notable pieces such as Japanese samurai armor 
and Chinese porcelain. The neoclassical palace provides a 
majestic setting for this unique museum.
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19. Canal d’Amour Beach
Canal d’Amour, near Sidari on Corfu’s
northern coast,

Is famous for its unique sandstone formations and clear waters. 
Legend says couples who swim through its narrow canal will soon 
marry. The beach is ideal for snorkeling, exploring underwater 
caves, and enjoying the stunning natural landscape, making it 
perfect for families and couples alike.
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20. Mount Pantokrator
Mount Pantokrator, Corfu’s highest peak

at 906 meters, offers breathtaking 360-degree views of 
the island, Albania, and the surrounding seas. Accessible 
by car or hiking, the summit features the 14th-century 
Monastery of Pantokrator. The journey to the top passes 
through traditional villages and lush landscapes,
appealing to nature enthusiasts and hikers.
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21. Aqualand
Aqualand, one of Greece’s largest
water parks 

Offers a wide range of attractions including high-speed 
slides, wave pools, and lazy rivers. Spanning over 75,000 
square meters, the park caters to all ages with areas for 
young children and thrilling rides for teens and adults. 
With numerous amenities like restaurants and sunbathing 
areas, Aqualand is a fun and secure environment for
families.
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22. Kassiopi
Kassiopi, a lively fishing village on
Corfu’s northeast coast

Is known for its picturesque harbor, historical ruins, and 
beautiful beaches. The village offers fresh seafood
tavernas, cafes, and shops, alongside attractions like 
the Byzantine Kassiopi Castle and Roman villa ruins. 
Kassiopi combines a relaxing beach holiday with
cultural exploration.
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23.  Erikousa Island
Erikousa Island, part of the Diapontia
Islands north of Corfu

Is a tranquil retreat known for its lush landscapes, sandy 
beaches, and clear waters. With a small population and 
limited development, it offers a peaceful escape with 
activities like swimming, sunbathing, and hiking through 
olive groves. Accessible by ferry from Corfu, Erikousa 
provides a taste of traditional Greek island life.

24. Cape Drastis
Cape Drastis, on Corfu’s northwestern tip

Is renowned for its dramatic white cliffs and turquoise waters.
Accessible via a scenic path through olive groves, it offers
stunning views and secluded coves ideal for swimming and
snorkeling. The area’s unique geological formations and
breathtaking sunset views make it a perfect spot for
photography and nature lovers.
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25. Achilleion Palace
Achilleion Palace, built by Empress
Elisabeth of Austria (Sisi) in 1890

Is a neoclassical marvel dedicated to Achilles. 
Located in the village of Gastouri, the palace 
features opulent rooms, intricate frescoes, and 
beautiful gardens with panoramic views of the 
Ionian Sea. Highlights include the statue of 
“Dying Achilles” and the extensive collection of 
classical art and period furnishings.
